We re      request elimination of any such requirement.        














Medical necessity is established by the Administrative Services Organization -- that’s part of its basic job. Having to obtain a signed referral from a mental health professional is a significant administrative burden on PRPs. Even when the program provides a simple template for completion by a treating clinician, the clinician sometimes doesn’t respond. This is particularly challenging issue for PRPs without their own clinics who try to obtain referrals from external clinics or private practitioners.
