The CBH Professional Development & Training Com-

mittee is pleased to offer a one-day training for

staff in the use of the CPI nonviolent crisis inter-

vention. There will also be a half-day “refresher”

course for staff needing to renew their skills.

This program is based on the philosophy of providing

the best “Care, Welfare, Safety, and Security” for

staff and those in their care, especially during vio-

lent moments.

The program focuses on preventing disruptive be-

havior by communicating with individuals respectfully

and with concern for their well-being.

This program will only cover the physical interven-

tions needed by staff to remove themselves from a

potentially violent situation. All physical interven-

tions taught are designed to be nonharmful, noninva-

sive, and to maintain the individual’s dignity. Follow-

up debriefing strategies are also key components of

the training program.

The cost of this program is $79 per person and in-

cludes all training materials. Lunch is on your own.

The workshop is limited to 30 people so please regis-

ter early.

The fee for the half-day refresher course is $50.

You must already have taken the full day course to

take the refresher course and present the blue card

issued by CPI.
