 Require 1-year authorization periods and treatment plan review periods for Medical Assistance-eligible psychiatric rehabilitation program (PRP) recipients instead of 6 months. Require 6-month authorization periods for uninsured PRP recipients instead of 3 months and streamline the authorization role played by the CSA and the ASO.





Development of a whole new Individual Rehabilitation Plan (IRP) every 6 months for Medicaid-eligible consumers and every 3 months for uninsured consumers creates a massive administrative challenge for providers and the ASO. MHA wants to ensure that services respond to current goals and reflect changes in individual recovery -- and rightly so -- but there needs to be a simpler way for a PRP to document ongoing need for services, e.g. via a 6-month one-page “update form” for Medicaid clients and a 3-month one for uninsued clients that describes current goals, interventions and plans for the next period without having to redo a full blown IRP.
