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 Eliminate multi-site staffing requirements for outpatient mental health clinics. At a minimum,  remove requirements for a)persons of two separate licensures to be on-site for multi-site clinics and b)a specified number of hours for clinicians to be on-site.








We understand MHA’s interest in ensuring that outpatient mental health center sites be comprehensive and capable of full service delivery. But these staffing requirements are too costly and onerous as we’ve argued since they became effective. An agency should merely be required to document the availablity of appropriate staffing from anywhere within the agency, i.e. that the agency can make appropriate staff coverage available, without requiring each site to meet the requirements specified.
