Maryland System of Care Training Institutes
Call for Presentations
Proposals are being accepted for the 2011 Maryland System of Care Training Institutes (SOCTI) presented by Innovations Institute in partnership with the Governor’s Office for Children (GOC), and the Maryland State Departments of Health and Mental Hygiene, Mental Hygiene Administration (DHMH, MHA); Human Resources, Social Services Administration (DHR, SSA); Juvenile Services (DJS); and Education (MSDE).  The SOCTI is scheduled for June 13-15, 2011 at the Baltimore City Convention Center.  More than 600 participants are expected including: youth with experiences in the child-serving systems, caregivers/parents of children with system involvement, DJS and DSS staff, providers, clinicians, case managers/care coordinators, direct care staff, educators, peer support partners, administrators, advocates and policy makers.  
The goal of the Maryland SOCTI is to integrate the workforce that is charged with the care of youth involved in the child-serving systems by providing training that is embedded with the system of care (SOC) values of culturally and linguistically competent, family-driven, and community-based care. 
The theme of this year’s conference is: Outreach to Special Populations: Addressing Disproportionality and Cultural and Linguistic Competence across the Child Serving Systems.  Each presentation does not have to focus solely on this topic and can be related to broader SOC topics; however, proposal submissions should include an objective of how you will address this area of focus within the presentation.  Special populations are inclusive of various ethnicities, races, sexual orientations, genders and gender identities, as well as religious and other cultural groups.  

Proposals should be relevant to the above referenced conference participants and should have specific application to children’s mental health, child welfare, juvenile justice, substance abuse and/or education.  The SOCTI will also include a track for parents of children with multi-system involvement and a track for youth who are or who have experienced involvement in the child-serving systems.   For the first time, this year’s SOCTI will include a 1-day pre-conference focusing solely on Identifying Disproportionality across Systems within Maryland sponsored by the Maryland Disproportionate Minority Contact.
The SOCTI planning team requires that each proposal must include at least one family member as a presenter.  A family member may be a parent or individual who has parented or is parenting a child with system involvement, a young adult, or youth between the ages of 14 and 25 who has personal experience as a consumer in the child-serving systems and relevant expertise to the presentation topic.  Proposals that do not include a family member as a presenter will be expected to give a compelling rationale for why one has not been identified. 
Presenters will receive free registration for a limited number of presenters per session.
