Last year we were pleased to offer you the opportunity to have staff at your program trained in the treatment of gambling disorders. It was a positive and useful experience for those who  attended. They indicated the training was helpful to them and their agencies. So I am pleased that we have the opportunity to offer this training again. 

 
In an effort to prepare the addiction workforce to meet this increasing demand, the Alcohol and Drug Abuse Administration’s (ADAA) is offering a thirty-hour on treating the addicted patient with gambling disorders.  This no cost training will give staff an opportunity to become more knowledgeable about gambling addiction and research-based methods to effectively treat patients with this disorder.

This  training will provide an overview of treating gambling addiction including screening, assessment, treatment plan development, implementation and recovery resources.  Participants will be given the opportunity to practice these skills and to demonstrate how to disseminate the course materials to others within their clinical practice.

The dates for the training are June 2,3,17, 24 and 27, 2011 at the Queen Anne's Exploration Center located near Kent Island Narrows.

The instructors for the course are Joanna Franklin, MS, NCGC II, President, Council on Problem Gambling, Baltimore, MD and Deborah G. Haskins, PhD, Assistant Affiliate Professor in Psychology, Department of Psychology, Loyola University, Baltimore, MD.  The training is approved for and meets in part the training requirements for the National Gambling Counselor Certification.  Participants attending all sessions will receive a certificate for 30 CEUs.
