Dear Provider CEO,

As you know, state regulatory changes made by the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene call for Mental Hygiene Administration’s Outpatient Mental Health Centers (OMHC) and Psychiatric Rehabilitation Programs (PRP) to conduct a face to face screening and assessment process for Co-Occurring Disorders (COD) which utilizes scientifically valid instruments and evidence-based practices. To provide ongoing assistance for these agencies in meeting this requirement the Mental Hygiene Administration (MHA), and the University of Maryland’s Evidence-Based Practice Center (EBPC) and Mental Health Services Training Center are sponsoring a repeat of regional cross trainings (originally held in Spring, 2009), entitled: “Effective Practices for the Screening and Assessment of Co-occurring Disorders”. This letter is an invitation for representatives from Outpatient Mental Health Centers (OMHC), Psychiatric Rehabilitation Programs (PRP), Substance Abuse Treatment Programs, and Developmental Disabilities Administration licensed providers to attend a day-long training to be presented by Tom Godwin, Training Specialist for Co-Occurring Disorders at the University of Maryland EBPC. It is designed for staff who currently provide clinical supervision or direct clinical services.

From Baltimore:

From the South

From I-97 take MD 100 West to MD 170 North.  Take MD 170 North to Stoney Run. Take the ramp that veers to the right. Make a left at the top of the ramp and cross over MD 170.
