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CBH is the professional association for Maryland’s network of community-based programs serving children and adults in the public mental health system. Our member agencies operate outpatient clinics, rehabilitation programs, and a variety of housing, vocational, crisis, and related support services that help people stay out of hospitals and participate in community life as independently and productively as possible.
Our members are among the many health care practitioners who encounter problems and delays in trying to get clinicians paneled with insurance carriers. A common cause of delays is the back and forth about whether the application is complete, or has even been received. Under HB444, once the practitioner submits a complete application, the carrier would have to acknowledge that fact within 10 days. Then the 120-day clock starts.

HB444 will make the timing of paneling more predictable for providers and we hope more rational. We urge a favorable report.
